ISLE OF WIGHT COUNTY PURCHASE OF AGRICULTURAL
CONSERVATION EASEMENTS COMMITTEE
BY-LAWS

ARTICLE 1: Establishment

The Isle of Wight County Purchase of Agricultural Conservation Easements Committee
(hereinafter referred to as the “PACE Committee™) was established pursuant to Appendix
C of the Isle of Wight County Code, as adopted by the Isle of Wight County Board of
Supervisors on May 19, 2005.

ARTICLE 2: Purpose

The PACE Committee shall serve in an advisory capacity for the purpose of providing

recommendations to the Board of Supervisors concerning issues as they relate to the
PACE Program.

ARTICLE 3: Membership

Section 1. The PACE Committee shall consist of five (5) members appointed by the
Board of Supervisors. Each member shall be a property owner in and a resident of Isle of
Wight County. The PACE Committee should, but is not required to be, comprised of
members who are knowledgeable in the fields of planning, real estate, land appraisal,
agricultural lending, farming and forestry, and land conservation. The PACE Program
Administrator/Rural Economic Development Manager, the County Agricultural
Extension Agent, the Area Forester, the Director of Planning and Zoning (or his/her
designee), and a representative of the local Soil and Water Conservation District shall be
ex officio members of the PACE Committee.

Section 2. The members of the PACE Committee shall serve at the pleasure of the
Board of Supervisors. The initial terms of the members, as determined by the Board of
Supervisors, shall be as follows: two (2) members shall be for one (1) year; two (2)
members shall be for two (2) years; and one (1) member shall be for three (3) years. Each
term after the initial term shall be for three (3) years.

Section 3. Vacancies occasioned by removal, resignation, or otherwise shall be
reported to the Board of Supervisors in accordance with applicable County ordinances,
and shall be filled in like manner as original appointments, except that the term of office
shall be restricted to the unexpired term of office. Members shall be subject to the
policies of the County pertaining to absences from meetings.

Section 4. Members shall serve without pay, but the Board of Supervisors may, in its
discretion, reimburse members for actual and necessary expenses incurred in the
performance of their duties,

ARTICLE 5: Meetings



Section 1. The PACE Committee shall meet at least bi-annually.

Section 2. Special meetings may be called by the Chairman or the written request of
at least three (3) members, the time and place to be designated in the notice of such call.

Section 3. The time and place for meetings shall be designated by the Chairman.

Section 4. A Chairman, Vice Chairman, and Secretary shall be elected from among
the membership of the PACE Committee at the initial meeting, which shall be held as
soon as practicable after its establishment. The Secretary need not be a member of the
PACE Committee. Thereafter, the PACE Committee shall elect the above listed officers
at its first meeting of each calendar year.

Section 5. Three (3) voting members shall constitute a quorum, except that four (4)
members shall constitute a quorum for organizational meetings. No action of the PACE
Committee shall be taken except by a majority vote of the members present and voting,
and no action, except adjournment, shall be taken at any meeting at which a quorum is
not present.

Section 6. The PACE Committee, and its meetings, shall be subject to the provisions
of the Virginia Freedom of Information Act.

Section 7. The following shall be the order of business of the PACE Committee,
unless changed by a majority vote:

Roll call

Consideration of minutes of last meeting and their approval or amendment
Unfinished/Old business

Committee reports

Report from the PACE Program Administrator

New business

Other business

Closed Meeting

0. Adjournment
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Section 8. The rules of procedure set forth in Robert’s Rules of Order (revised) shall
govern the PACE Committee on all occasions in which they apply and are not
inconsistent with these by-laws.

ARTICLE 6: Duties

Section 1. The PACE Committee shall determine the method of valuation for which
applications are submitted with approval by the Board of Supervisors. The valuation
